Yalta International Seafarers' Welfare Center services and activities cover
the interests of national and International mariners & their families who live in

the C rimea and Ukraine and who arrive to Yalta and Sevastopol aboard the foreign

cruise vessels.

Our small staff ( four staff members) and the Center's serve the seafarers from the

whole World irrespective their nationalities and creed. Below is our brief repor ton

what have been done and what have been organized for seafarers

during ten months of 2010. From 1 January to 15 November 451 ships of different

types called at the port of Yalta, 180 ships flew under foreign flags , about 90

%flew under flags of conve nience. More than a half of cruise vessels called not
only to Yalta, but also to Sevastopol. Approximately 40000 seafarers of 43
nationalities came to Yalta aboard the ships. This year we have noticed that the

number of crewmembers who originated from the Philippines, Indonesia and India
increased considerably, that's why we were able to organize less excursions,

but much more sports events.
